• The business environment.

• Communicate findings.   

Duration: Semester 1 and/or 2. 

Assessment: Students complete summative assessment which may include: 

• Examinations 

• Reports 

• Projects

Possible careers include those in small business, accountancy, as an 

economist, with positions within private and public business organisations.

Students examine the consequences of decisions and 

the responses of business to changing economic conditions, including 

the way they manage their workforce by looking at contemporary issues, 

events and case studies. 
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
